hours ago and we just got here. I
guess we'll go to a hotel now —
if we can find one.”
Earth-movers pushed snow
into high drifts in the middle of
the streets, then dump trucks
carted ih out of town. “That's
the third time they have done
that this week,” Meneni said,
pointing to a queue of dump
trucks waiting for loads of snow.
Mount  Shasta’s  electrical
power flickered, then died for
hours at a time. Even the city’s
emergency 911 system  was
switched to battery power.
Nearby Dunsmuir and Weed also
lost power; however, all three
cities gradually began regaining
clcu,ncal service as the new year

All we
served was cold ple and cold cof-
fee,” said Charmaine Hudgens, »
waitress at an all-night restau-
rant.

“One guy's car slid out and he
walked two miles to get here,”
said her husband, Wilbur. “But
he liked the coffee anyway — he
didn’t care that it was cold.”

roofs collapsing under the heavy
snows. A local radio station
switched tc its Emergency
Broadcast System to alert resi-
dents; people from nearby towns
came to Mount Shasta to help
with shoveling.

“We've had about 150 calls
from people with roofs in dis-
tress, but we had only five roofs
actually collapse. The town's

spirit was great, it brought peo-
ple together,” Meneni said.

Throughout New Year’s Eve
and into the new year, shovelers
could be seen on the roofs, while
others dug tunnels through the
drifts to front doors, porches and
garages.

They may face more digging
this weekend.

“This is the most snow people

have seen around here said
resident Steve Dorris. “‘But an-
other storm is on the way."

John Plankinton of the Na-
tional Weather Service recalled a
worse storm in 1986, but noted
an important difference —
1986 storm brought rain and thls
storm ig bringing snow. He said
he couldn't remember when the
Sierras received this much snow.

Bush
said he is “confident” that other
countries will pledge sufficient
peace-keeping forces to prevent
chaos from returning after U.S.
combat forces leave.

National Security ~Adviser
Brent_Scowcroft, who accompa-
nied Bush, said in an interview
that “not too much more™ time
will pass before the first U.S. com-
bat troops can begin pulling out of
Somalia.

Military commanders “tell me
things are fairly well pacified and
ought to be pretty well main-
tained by a much quieter force,”
Scoweroft said.

Bush flew here hy helicopter
carly Friday morning from the
Marine amphibious ship USS Trip-
cli, where he spent the night after
visiting U.S. troops and relief
workers in the capital, Mogadis-
hu. In Baidoz, Bush offered New
Ycar’s Day greetings to troops
guarding the airport and exam-
ined 200 weapons and armed ve-
hicles confiscated by Marines
since their arrival here several
weeks ago.

After spending the morning in
Baidoa, Bush ate lunch with
troops at the Belia Dogle air base
before returning to Mogadishu's
international airport.

At Belia Dogle, Bush told sol-
diers, “I view you as peacemak-
ers, but what I hope will follow in
a relatively short time is peace
keeping.”

“We're not only welcome
here,” he said, “they're going to
besorry tosee us go.

At Mogadishu's airport, Bush
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noted he had “about 19 days” left.
as president and said, “One of the
great joys of being president has
been working with the U.S. mili-
tary. Each day you're here, I think
you can be proud of what you've
done for mankind.”

The highlight of the president’s
visit was his trip into Baidoa, now
a dusty grid of roofless houses,
sandy roads and flimsy market
stalls that is home to an estimated
60,000 people. In general, Somalis
here appeared delighted by
Bush’s visit, though it was not en-
tirely clear that everyonc under-
stood who heis.

Mohamoud Iman , aSomali who
runs the orphanage for the Irish
relief group Goal, said the chil-
dren under his care “only know
that & big man from America is
coming kere to visit.” But he
added, "“They know Amenca. and
they know the Marines.”

While Iman and other educated
Somalis praised Bush for includ-
ing Baidoa on his itinerary, they
differed with the president on at
least one key policy question.
“We'd like to have the Marines
maybe 12 months,” said Iman,
‘who was a building contractor be-
fore his business was destroyed in
the war.

“If they leave without leaving
something behind, it'’s a waste
product,” Iman said. “They have

Europe
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In Spicheren, France, Bern-
hard Schywartz was among thou:
sands of French citizens who
marked the fall of the Goldene
Bremm checkpoint on the Ger-
man border at the edge of town.

Schwartz, a communications
engineer in Lorraine’s coal min-
ing industry, commented, “Fifty
years ago there was war across
this border. We mustn't let that
be possible now. Europe must
happen, to prevent a Yugoslavia
from ever occurring here.

Fifty yards away, in Germa-
ny, there were similar emotions.

‘Eheinhold Kopp, Saarland’s
minister of economics, noted that
the region had changed hands
often between France and Ger-
many and said open borders will
bring economic stability.

“For more than two centuries,
this frontier affected the social
and economic developmeni of
Saarland,” Kopp said. “We had
to adapt each time to the differ-
ent economic systems.”

Tor others, [ree passage be-
tween France and Germany will
intensify the love-hate relation-
ship between the former ene-
mies.

French law student Leilla Na-
mane, who lives in Spicheren,
wrinkles her nose at the thought
of even easier access to her town
by Germans.

When Bush stepped into the
courtyard Friday morning at
10:30, the children lining the area
erupted in carefully orchestrated
cheers, while a smaller delegation
presented him with a bow and
arrow, two spears and a small hoe.
Orphalmgc staff noted they have
had some practice with visiting
dignitaries, hzving hosted both
Sophia Loren and a delegation of
U.S. Congress members in recent
weeks.

Bush, for his part, did not visil
the orphanage so much as occupy
it. Marines set up machine gun
positions on the perimeter and the
roof, where one Marine stepped on
a weak spot and fell 16 feet into
one of the rooms below without
injury.

But for all the celebration and
spectacle that attended Bush's
visit, the president also got a
poignant glimpse of the real Soma-
lia. That occurred when he
stepped inside the darkened infir-
mary, where 22 children lay list-
lessly beneath flimsy blankets,
trusting to fate and the tender
mercies of nurse Zoe O'Neill.

“When I came, 12 a day were
dying,” said O'Neill, a Catholic
nun. “It was a different scene, you
can'timagine.
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cept 1,000 refugees and may take
as many as 3,600. A total of 960
have been resettled in the United
States so far.

But the majority of the pris-
oners, now officially tonsidered
refugees, waited for months at
the prison-like Artewiyeh camp
or at the refugee facility at
Rafha.

That facility is considered
among the best in the world, of-
fering comfortable accommoda-
tions, television sets and $100-
per-person monthly stipends, all
paid for by the Saudi govern-
ment. It is the only refugee
operation in the world funded
entirely by the host country, and
the amount the Saudis have
spent since the war on housing
the Iragis is equal to a third of
the U.N. refugee agency’s entire
yearly budget for 18 million refu-
gees, officials say.

But conditions in the camps,
particularly at Artewiyeh, had
deteriorated because none of the
refugees are permitted by the
Saudis to leave. Rafha residents
can make short occasional trips
into town, and all refugees are
allowed special trips to the holy
city of Mecca.

The problem of the Iraqis

stranded in the desert was
particularly acute shortly after
the war, when international
human rights organizations ac-
cused the Saudis of torturing
some prisoners into signing repa-
triation agreements, then dump-
ing them back across the Iragi
border, where as deserters they
faced alnost certain death.

UN. officials sent three
strong protests to the Saudi gov-
ernment about the prisoners
being sent back, most of them ac-
cused of murder, bribery and
homosexual rape in the camps.
After that, the United Nations
was permitted to install repre-
sentatives at both Artewiyeh
and Rafha, and there were no
similar incidents.

Instead, U.N. officials said,
some camp residents have be-
come so frustrated that they
have sought voluntary repatris-
tion in Iraq, something the
United Nations warns against
but in which it has cooperated
nonetheless. About 700 have left
for Iraq so far, and 200 more ap-
plications are pending.

The recent transfer of mili-
tary prisoners from Artewiyeh to
the new facility near the civilian
camp has set up a new worry for
u. N officials.

“Now we are alraid,” smd Ab-
delhamid_Ouali, a senior U.N.
officer. "“These people have been
ing since March of 1991 alore,
without seeing a woman. What
will happen?”
